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The Official Newsletter of the Old Town Battle Ground Assn. 
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 The Old Town Mural Project at Andersen Dairy continues 
to move forward.  Cash donations from our sponsors now total 
more than $7,000, with our goal being to raise $10,000 by the end 
of June.  Artist Kara Kreiger-McGhee is now in the process of se-
lecting photos to be painted, while reserving a few spots for photos 
to be chosen by select sponsors.  (See article on page 2) 
 Andersen Dairy has agreed to donate the cost of labor to 
base coat the façade and towers.  This is a major donation, as the 
labor is estimated at about $15,000.  The cost is high because spray 
painting techniques cannot be used and because of the unusually 
shaped surface of the towers.  We are still looking for donations of 
paint and painter’s boom or scaffolding.  We hope to have the base 
coat done by Harvest Days. 
 Meanwhile, the City of Battle Ground has been a great 
partner to work with in the mural project.  Not only did they decide 
not to consider the mounted panels to fall under sign ordinance 
guidelines, but they even refunded our $150 application fee.  They 
are considering the mural to be “public art”.   
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� Raffles to raise funds for the mural will be held during 
Harvest Days and National Night Out.  One of the prizes will be 
the addition of a raffle winner’s portrait to one of the mural photos.  
Other prizes will include gift certificates to local businesses.  If 
you’d like to donate a gift certificate for goods or services, contact 
Dan Mueller, and watch for further details about the raffles.   
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� City representative, Bonnie Gilberti, attended our June 
meeting and  talked with us about National Night Out, which will 
be on Tuesday, August 5th.  As before, there will be safety demos, 
live music and free barbeque.  There was a discussion about ex-
tending the boundary west to the dairy so folks could stroll by the 
developing mural and visit the raffle booth.  There is also the pos-
sibility that the eastern boundary will be brought back to Clark 
instead of Grace, so that the demos are not so spread out.  The only 
thing OTBGA has planned, aside from the raffle, is a business-to-
business scavenger hunt for kids being organized by John Hopper.  
(We would want to make sure that any business participating in the 
hunt is inside the event boundaries in order to provide a traffic-safe 
environment for the kids doing the hunt.) 
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� In our instant, drive-through society, it’s easy to become 
isolated and to lose touch with the things that are happening all 
around us.  We get in our cars, take the kids to school, go to work, 
run to a soccer game, dash through the grocery store and then do it 
all again the next day.  All the while, we don’t even know the per-
son who lives next door.

Not just their name; do you know who they are?  What are their 
kids’ names?  What’s important to them? 
 I want to live in a place where my neighbor is comfortable 
asking me for help and where I'm happy to give it.  Where I don't 
need an invitation to drop in.  Where my house doesn't have to be 
spotless to invite someone over.  Where I don't feel like I have to 
be perfect for people to be comfortable around me.  I want to live 
in a place where people know who I am and they like me anyway.  
 So I ask you - Do you know your neighbor?  I know I still 
have some work to do and I hope that you will be challenged to do 
the same.
